The cost of a leaders pilgrimage is £448haring a twin-bedded room with private
facilities. (Please note that this figure is refable should you subsequently take a group
from your church with us). Accommodation is at th® recommended McCabe Holy
Land hotels. In Jerusalem we are being hosted hynFilashashibi for a four night stay
at the Golden Walls hotel overlooking the wallstioé Old City. In Tiberias we are the
guests of the Amsalem brothers at the Ron Bead#l botthe shore of the Sea of Galilee.

The pilgrimage is on a fulboardbasis with breakfast, lunch and evening meal iretud
daily. Touring is by air-conditioned coach hosteyl Nazareth Coach Company and
entrance fees of sites mentioned are included. dsagp will be shared between local
guide, McCabe staff and the spiritual leader.

WednesdayJOURNEY TO THE HOLY LAND

We travel on EL AL Airlines from Heathrow to Tel Avon
flight LY 316 departing at 1535 hours and arriviag 2215
hours. Transfer on arrival to our hotel in Jereisel Four
night stay at the Golden Walls hotel close to the 1@ City

and the Biblical sites we will be visiting.

Thursday AN INTRODUCTION TO JERUSALEM
We drive to the
Mount of Olives
where we have a
panoramic view of
the walled city. As
we look across the
Kidron Valley we
see the Golden
Gate, the Dome of
the Rock and the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre. We begin at the Darhéhe
Ascension and then walk down to the Pater Nosterc@h
Dominus Flevit Chapel (where we celebrate the Eiistha
continuing to the Church of All Nations in the Geamndof
Gethsemane. We enter the walled city and finishnaorning
by the Pool of Bethesda and Church of St AnneerAftnch at
the Ecce Homo convent (where we view the Lithostptwe
follow the Via Dolorosa through the lanes of the @lity to the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre. We end the afternaith an
optional visit to the Garden Tomb.

Friday EIN KAREM & MEET THE PEOPLE

We drive to Ein Karem,

birthplace of St John the

Baptist, where we visit the

Church of St John the Baptist.

We then continue to the Israel

Museum where we view a

model of ancient Jerusalem

and see the Dead Sea Scrolls

(which are housed within the

Shrine of the Book). We have

lunch at the Jerusalem Hotel.

In the afternoon we drive to

Bethany where we call at the

church and the tomb of Lazarus. We also visit rikarby
childrens’ homes of Jeel al-Amal and Lazarus, tsofpported
by the McCabe Educational Trust. We end our aftenrat the
Western (Wailing) Wall, the holiest site for Jewas the
Sabbath begins.

Saturday BETHLEHEM
We cross into
Palestinian territory as
we journey to
Bethlehem. We visit
the Fields of the
Shepherds in Beit
Sahour where we also
call at the olive wood
co-operative. We then
visit Herod's desert palace-fortress at Herodidre have a late
lunch at the Bethlehem Arab Rehabilitation Censtgoported
by the McCabe Educational Trust) and in the aftennaisit
Manger Square to call at the Basilica and GrottthefNativity
and St Jerome's Caves.

Sunday A DESERT EXPERIENCE
Some of you may
wish to visit the
Holy Sepulchre in
the early morning
to witness the
variety of liturgies.
After breakfast, we
have opportunity
to walk down to
the Western Wall
and the Temple Mount to visit the Dome of the Raokl el-
Agsa Mosque. We then attend the service at St gg&or
Anglican Cathedral. We leave Jerusalem and drigethe
desert monastery of St George in Wadi Kelt to beric Here
we have a late lunch at al-Rawdah Restaurant akel da
cable-car ride up to the Mount of Temptation. ¥datinue
north to Tiberias. Three night stay at the Ron Beach hotel
by the Sea of Galilee with visits to places assotdd with
Jesus' early life and ministry.

Monday NAZARETH

We begin our day at the site of Sepphoris. Herespend

time exploring the extensive remains and the b&dut
mosaics. We then continue to Nazareth where weatahe

Nazareth Village. We lunch at St Margaret's AngficGuest
House and in the afternoon visit St Gabriel's (Odbix)

Church (Mary's Well), the Synagogue Church and t
Basilica of the Annunciation. We return to Tibsriaa Cana-
in-Galilee.

Tuesday THE LAKESIDE MINISTRY
Today we visit the sites

associated with Jesus' life

around the Sea of

Galilee. We sail to the

north of the lake and visit

the ruins of Capernaum,

Jesus’ Galilean base. We

continue to Mensa

Christi  (where Jesus

appeared to his disciples

after his resurrection)

and celebrate the

Eucharist on the shores

of the lake at Tabgha

beside the Church of the

Loaves and Fishes.

Lunch is at the Convent

of the Beatitudes. Here,

we visit the church and

garden which
commemorate the Sermon on the Mount. The remaioidle
the afternoon is free to draw together strands af
pilgrimage and relax around the hotel.

Wednesday HOMEWARD BOUND

A very early start as we drive to Ben Gurion Airpfar our
return EL AL flight LY 315 which departs at 10t®urs
arriving into London Heathrow Airport at 1335 hours
