and Boys Home was founded in 1972 by two
Christian Palestinians, Alice and her husband
Basil Sahhar in the village of Bethany to the
east of Jerusalem. The home is still
managed by Alice. (Her daughter, Samar,
looks after the Lazarus Home for Girls, next
door) There are more than 600 children in
the primary school and 80 boys living in the

Boys Home.

Many of the boys are orphans or have

endured terrible domestic problems but

under the loving care of Alice and her staff g smr———— Y s BN Y )
the transformations are often remarkable. :

The boys come from Jerusalem and from towns atabeis in the West Bank.

While there is little material wealth, the love aghelvotion of the staff are reflected in the peri@einners
and sunny dispositions of the children.

Some older boys go on to further education at s#mgnschools and get jobs which would have been
impossible without the help of Jeel. Many haveayon to help their families financially. This claa vital
set against the dire economic situation that ptevai the West Bank and Gaza today. Jeel al Amal
changes lives and many are the pilgrims who owey#ars have been moved and amazed by its work.

The McCabe Educational Trust supports the runnoggscof Jeel with a monthly remittance and, withryo
help, we are now embarking on a programme of dajpiarovements beginning with much needed new
bathrooms in the dormitories.
