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For many pilgrims an encounter with the “living stones” of the Land is the highlight of a pilgrimage.  Here we 
introduce three projects regularly visited by McCabe parties and now supported by a monthly remittance from 
the McCabe Educational Trust. 
 

Lazarus Home for Girls  
Our number one priority is to see the completion of the new 
Lazarus Home for Girls in Bethany.  Samar and forty girls under 
her wing are wait ing to move from cramped rented 
accommodation to a new purpose-built home. Last year The 
McCabe Educational Trust and McCabe Pilgrimages contributed 
£100,000 to the project.  Our target is to raise a further £200,000 
over the next two years.  The shell of the building is nearing 
completion and the interior fitt ing will then progress floor by floor 
as funds become available.   
 
We appeal for your help. Would your church dedicate an offering 
to the project? Can you suggest any charitable fund that we could 
apply to for help?

Jeel Al Amal Home for Boys        
Jeel al Amal is a school for 300 boys and a home to 100 of them.  The McCabe 
Educational Trust is a major supporter and each month we send a remittance to help 
pay for basic running costs.  We also make grants available for capital projects. Last 
summer, we teamed up with Unipal to run a Summer School.  This was a great success 
and will now become an annual event. The volunteers were amazed at what the staff 
achieve with minimal resources and meagre funds.  In 2009, The McCabe Educational 
Trust will continue to encourage pilgrim groups to visit Jeel Al Amal and to become 
partners in our investment in this home and school.  

 
Al Shurooq Blind School 
In 2009 this Bethlehem school will move to a brand new 
building.  Five years of planning, fundraising and building work 
have finally come to fruit ion.  All the furnishings on the top 
floor were provided by The McCabe Educational Trust.  This 
whole project was funded by public donations and funds are 
still needed to complete the project.  For instance, there is a lift  
shaft, but no lift !   
 

The McCabe Educational Trust supports Al Shurooq with a 
monthly remittance towards general running costs. We also 
provide capital grants when funds are available. Pilgrim parties 
are encouraged to visit Al Shurooq as part of  their pilgrimage 
it inerary.  See the work for yourself and become inspired!  The 
McCabe Educational Trust makes supporting the school easy.  

Every donation we receive is passed on in full, with no deductions for administration. In addit ion, if you are a tax 
payer, we can increase your donation by 25% through the Giftaid scheme.
