Music Therapy in Bethlehem 
 

This is a new and innovative programme being funded jointly 

by the McCabe Educational Trust and the Diocese of 
Rochester.  To date £25,000 has been raised.  Claire T illotson, a 

Music Therapist from Bromley, has committed herself to a 

series of training workshops over a period of two years where 
she will pass on her skills to social workers, psychiatrists and 

psychologists in the Bethlehem area.  They will then be able to 
use Music Therapy in their treatment of some highly 

traumatised children.   
 

We are now looking for a suitable musician to sponsor through 

a two year professional training course in the UK, who would 
return to Bethlehem, replacing Claire, and teach a new 

generation of Music Therapists in Palestine.   

 

Tharu Project in India 
 

A new clinic and healthcare project is being created in India 

among the Tharu tribe, in a remote jungle area of North East 
Bihar.  Charlotte Baptist Chapel in Edinburgh have provided 

£26,000 of initial funding and the project is the initiative of the 

Revd Andrew McCabe MBE who has been working as a 
missionary in the area for more than fifty years.   

 
The McCabe Educational Trust is co-ordinating the funding and 

will provide regular updates on the progress of the project.  Work 

is about to begin building the infrastructure and recruiting staff.  
We are delighted to be part of this work and we will feature 

updates on progress throughout the year.

Anand Niwas Boys Home 
 

The Trust supports fifty boys at the Anand Niwas boys home while 

they are educated at the James Harvey Memorial School in Nwab 
Ganj in North India.  This is another branch of Andrew McCabe’s 

work.  The home accommodates approximately two hundred boys 

at any one time and the McCabe Educational Trust has undertaken 
the support of a quarter of the budget.  It  is our ambition, funds 

permitting, to increase this to half.   
 

The school offers a full curriculum taught by teachers of many 
faiths but the ethos is firmly Christian.  We have a leaflet available
