We offer return flights from your chosen airport to Munich or 
Memmingen and transportation both ways between airport and 
Oberammergau.    
 
You will be accommodated for two nights in a villagers home 
or guest house actually in the village of Oberammergau, 
walking distance from the theatre - or you can use the 
complimentary shuttle bus system operating in the village.   
 
Meals are included.  Dinner on arrival, breakfast, lunch and 
dinner on play day, and breakfast on your departure day. 
 
You will receive a Grade Two ticket for the Tuesday 
performance of the Passion Play and extras include a guide 
book and ticket to the local museum.     
 
McCabe staff will assist at airports and in Oberammergau. 
This is your opportunity to be part of a unique event which 
only happens every ten years.  
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Monday Your chosen flight option.  You will be met on 
arrival and driven by coach to Oberammergau.  
Accommodation is in various houses throughout the village.  
Dinner is included tonight. 
 

Tuesday Morning free. Lunch is included before the 
performance at a restaurant near the theatre.   The Passion Play 
performance begins at 2.30 and finishes at 10.30 with a three 
hour break in the middle when an included dinner is served at a 
local restaurant.  
 

Wednesday Free to explore the village.  Late afternoon coach 
back to Munich airport for your return flight option.  
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Gripped by war, poverty and plague, the villagers of 
Oberammergau, in Bavaria, southern Germany vowed to 
put on a 'Passion Play' every ten years…  
 

That was back in 1633. They survived, and performed the first 
Oberammergau Passion Play in 1634. Ever since, their 
descendants have carried out that pledge. For the past four 
centuries the tradition has been continued every ten years. Only 
villagers have been allowed to take part. And that is what will 
happen yet again in 2010.  They devote a year of their lives to re-
enacting the life, death and resurrection of Christ. 
 

Jesus is a psychologist in real life…  
Mary Magdalene is a flight attendant… 
 

Like everyone else in the village, 'Jesus' and 'Mary' are ordinary 
people. By taking on these roles, they are fulfilling the promise 
to God made by their ancestors, celebrating their faith and 
sharing it with the world  
 

 … as Oberammergauers have for some 375 years. 
 

 
 
 
McCabe accommodation is within the village and walking 
distance to the theatre. One of our hosts is Markus Kopf, who 
will play Herod in the performance; Anton Zwink another of our 
guest house proprietors will play Simon. His brother, Dominikus, 
is the narrator. The Dedlerhaus (pictured) is still owned by the 
family of the composer of the Passion Play music. It is 
connections like these which make the Oberammergau 
experience unique.  
 

We arrive in the afternoon on the day before the play with dinner 
provided that evening.  Breakfast, lunch and dinner are included 
around the performance, with departure after breakfast the 
following day. Your play ticket also includes local 
transportation, entry to the museum and a book about the play.    
 

Tickets for the performance are linked to the grade of 
accommodation provided.  The top tickets are reserved for those 
staying in first-class hotels. The lowest grade tickets are attached 
to some rooms in villager’s homes. All of the McCabe 
accommodation is in the middle grades and comes with tickets in 
in the middle Grade Two. The theatre has no pillars and 
everyone will have an excellent view.
